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Post-Secondary Planning 12 DL – Activation Assignment #1
What to Do After Royal Bay…
The purpose of the following questions is to help you better clarify your post-secondary plans and career goals. Answer in full sentences or in point form directly below each question. Offer as much detail as possible to inform yourself and me when we have our “sit-down conversation” (Assignment #5) later in Term 1.  

1. In 10 to 20 words, write down your post-secondary educational path and prospective career goals. (Or show it in a flow chart)
2. Read over the PSP 12DL Course Outline, especially the section “Useful Post-
            Secondary Terminology – Educational Pathways”.
· Based on what you read, what sort of information do you need to find out about your education and career goals? (i.e.: length of study; the level of education you’d like to achieve; where to attend university/college/technical school; tuition costs; application deadlines; etc.)
3. Open the “direct access” link to all BC post-secondary institutions that are approved & accredited by the provincial government. https://www.bccat.ca/system/membership
· Click on any of the post-secondary tiles that interest you.
· Enter your program/area of study/faculty (i.e.: Humanities; Chemistry; Sciences; Psychology; Environmental Studies; Plumbing; Electrician; Radiology, etc.) into the search engine. 
· List up to 3 institutions that offer your program(s) and/or look like a place to study/attend. 
· List them here.
4. How much will your entire program cost? Peruse through your first choice’s website for the estimated cost of your program’s yearly tuition. 

· Multiply this time the number of years your program will take to complete: typically, 2 years (diploma) to 4 years (under-graduate degree) to 6+ years (masters/doctorate).
· If possible, find out the cost of your books, plus living/housing expenses (if you plan to live in residence) so that you can start planning for these expen$e$. 
5. List out the various areas where you think the $$$ will come from. 

i.e.: jobs, parents, grandparents, scholarships, loans, education funds (RESPs), other sources, etc.
6. Do you feel the need to get started on your degree immediately after graduation?   Consider:
· Could you get side-tracked and never attend post-secondary? 
· What are some other paths that you could follow (rather than more education) which will allow you to grow, develop, and learn?
· Is there parental pressure to attend school immediately? Explain.

7. Do you already know what you want to do for your post-secondary education and future career? 
a) If so, do you worry about not achieving these goals? What might derail you? Explain.
b) If you don’t have a plan, does that bother you? Do you need one? Explain why or why not. What do you need in order to create a plan?
8. ***The most important question: If you could be/do/become ANYTHING, what would that be? How might you achieve this dream?  
9. What are your expectations for your future? What type of lifestyle do you want? 

(Think: personal happiness/satisfaction, income level/financial status, housing needs, where you’d like to live, children, vacations, personal status, etc.) 
· What do you need to do to achieve these goals? 
· How much of this can you plan out now? 
Explain your thinking in a couple of sentences.
